FIRST IN WINE

DATE: June 5™ and 6™, 2010

LOCATION: Bull Run Regional Park (Special Events Centre) in Centreville, VA
20 minutes outside of Washington, DC off of Interstate 66

FESTIVAL HOURS: 11AM — 6PM EACH DAY

DEADLINE: February 28”‘, 2010

NOTE: This year’s layout will be different from years past. Per input from individual wineries and in 2010 per request of
the Virginia Wineries Association, the Bull Run Events site will be organized by Virginia wine trails. Wineries will be sited
in tents with other members of their particular wine trail. These wine trails will be laid out in rough geographical
proximity to their location within the 9 Virginia Wine Regions. Based on our research, and in accordance with the
Virginiawine.org website wineries in VA are currently organized by trail as follows:

e  Must be current Gold Level Member of the Virginia Wineries Association (all dues must be paid in full)
e One 10’ x 10’ exhibit space is complimentary for each winery.

e Each additional exhibit space fees are as follows:
o (1) additional 10’ x 10’ space, total 10’ x 20’ Fee = $275

o (2) additional 10’ x 10’ space, total 10’ x 30’ Fee = $550

o (3) additional 10’ x 10’ space, total 10’ x 40’ Fee = 5825

o (4) additional 10’ x 10’ space, total 10’ x 50’ Fee = $1100
)

o (5) additional 10’ x 10’ space, total 10’ x 60’ Fee = $1375

e A S50 refundable trash deposit is required of all participating wineries. This must be submitted with the

completed application prior to the deadline.
PROVISIONS:

e (2) 8 tables per 10’ x 10’ rental space will be provided by the festival.

e (2) Complimentary tickets will be sent to each winery with promotional materials in late March. Tickets to be
used at wineries’ discretion.

e A reasonable amount of personnel credentials will be available to the wineries as long as the anticipated
number is provided to us by May 28, 2010.

e All accepted wineries that submit applications by the February 28", 2010 deadline will be included on
promotional materials.

We will again be printing 20,000 commemorative newsprint programs. These programs contain information on
participating wineries, artisans, maps and general information, biographies on musical performers and advertisements
targeting the Vintage Virginia demographic. This is an excellent opportunity for wineries to promote schedules of
upcoming events at individual wineries!
